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CENTRAL CAUCASO-ASIA
(Essay on Geopolitical Economy)

Summary

The collapse of the Soviet Union set off the historical process not only of
the establist of independent states but also of the formation of new
geopolitical areas that join several of the former Soviet republics. Recently
the relatively new geopolitical term «Central Eurasia» has been gaining
currency. It is normally applied to Azerbaijan, Armenia, Georgia, Ka-
zakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan, which are
treated as a single geopolitical area.

The geographic Central Eurasia almost completely covers geo-
graphic Central Asia, but not Central Europe, because Asia is much larger
than Europe. For this reason Central Europe is left outside the conventional
center (Central Eurasia) of the single continent called Eurasia. If, however,
the physical dimensions of the continent’s parts are put aside, logic suggests
that geographic Eurasia as a continent consists of two parts of the world
(Europe and Asia). This means that geographically Central Eurasia should
consist of both Central Europe and Central Asia and the Central Caucasus
as the link that connect them.

For the first time in the last 200 years, Russia has found itself on a
much smaller territory. This prompted the search for a conception that
would justify its special role at least across the post-Soviet expanse. As
theoretical justification of Russia’s imperial ambitions the ideas of so-called
Eurasianism can be fully used which found their second wind in the
post-Soviet period. In the geopolitical context, Eurasists also use such com-
binations as «Eurasia-Russia,» «Russia-Eurasia,» or «Eurasian Rus.»

The discourse to find a compromise between the correct geograph-
ic definition of Eurasia and the territory over which Russia has control has
still not been exhausted.
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The Eurasist trend of the Russian geopolitical school helps to justi-
fy Russia’s historically developed imperial ambitions to dominate in the
center of the geographical continent, Eurasia. For the Eurasists, Russia
should either be a «Eurasian nation,» a «great nation,» that is, «an empire,»
or nothing at all, since for them «Russia is inconceivable without an em-
pire.»

Although supporters of Eurasianism are not in power in Russia, in
contrast to the Yeltsin period, Putin’s entourage has been more complaisant
toward the contemporary Eurasists from the very beginning and, as a result,
the Russian political elite quickly began to elevate Eurasianism to the level
of a mainstream ideology.

Russia’s military aggression and partial occupation of Georgia jus-
tifiably give reason to believe that Putin’s advent to power meant the begin-
ning of a neo-imperial era in Russia, while this aggression itself was noth-
ing other than a step toward restoration of the U.S.5.R. at least in some new
form. Nevertheless, some experts think that Putin’s aim is not to restore the
Soviet Union, but to restore Russia’s influence in the post-Soviet expanse.
Whatever the case, the war in Georgia entirely fits the interests of present-
day Russia.

First in Gorbachev's and later in Yeltsin’s epochs there developed
an impression that the Cold War had come to an end and that new Russia
had irreversibly chosen the track of cooperation with the civilized world,
along with democratic changes and transition to a market economy. Yet the
Russian aggression against Georgia in August 2008 made it clear that the
end of the Cold War was not a reality but, rather, the West's dream and illu-
sion that the West simply mistook for reality. In the late 1980s and early
1990s, the collapsing U.S.S.R. and its successor, a newly independent Rus-
sia, were so weak in both political and economic terms that they were great-
ly dependent upon the West's economic assistance. The desire to get this
assistance forced Moscow to turn to the West and Western values. At the
same time, nostalgia for the lost empire became increasingly strong in Rus-
sia.

To the extent that on both sides of the Cold War are the same
countries as in the last century and the reasons and driving forces of the
conflict, as well as the Kremlin's action style, have never changed, one may
conclude that what we see now is not a new Cold War but, rather, the re-
sumption of the old Cold War. In other words, we are facing the renewal of
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the same situation which the West has mistakenly considered to be over. It
appears now that it was just frozen. At best, the main challenge for the in-
ternational community is the elaboration of an effective means for the real
— and not virtual as it was in the late 1980s and early 1990s — completion
of the Cold War.

The theory of a Eurasian state is based on an essentially different
construct than that of a law-based state. Proceeding from the philosophical
comprehension of the people, the state and society as integral natural enti-
ties, Eurasianism develops the theory of a «mandatory state» as an alterna-
tive to a «law-based state.» Mainly by replacing rights with duties, the for-
mer at best can be used only in the subordinate sense with respect to those
legal issues that are easier to regard from the viewpoint of rights.

It comes as no surprise that from the Eurasists’ viewpoint, a civil
society helps to intensify separatist trends and hinders real unification of the
peoples of Russia (that is, Eurasia). Rejectmg 1he notion of a civil society,
the Eurasists offer «Eurasian d as a combination of the
strategic integration and diversity of the autonomies of Russia-Eurasia.

The Eurasist vision of interrelations among the people, society and
the state proceeds from the need for a strong state that relies on a wide
range of civil servants and on the preservation of patriarchal institutions.

For the Eurasists, the economy should be subordinated to the idea
of the Eurasian State, Eurasian civilization, Eurasian culture. For the Euras-
ists the market and private property belong to the sphere of pragmatic per-
missibility and pragmatic benefit, based on which they recognize a «society
with a markets rather than a «market society,» in which the market prin-
ciple should not threaten the foundations of ideocracy, that is, domination of
the ideal principles in public and political life. The multi-vector nature of
Eurasianism should be formed on the basis of state control in strategic
areas, a free market in small and medium production, trade and the service
sphere, as well as diverse forms of collective management.

It is unlikely that Russia will be able to dominate in the post-Soviet
expanse and not only because other players who have appeared there have
much greater economic, informational and military resources, but primarily
because the Russian elite is not interested in ensuring and strengthening the
state sovereignty of the former Soviet republics.

The contemporary geopolitical interpretation of the term «the Cau-
casusy» appeared when Russia conquered the region. Its presence coined the
terms «the Trans-Caucasus,» «Transcaucasian (part of the region found
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beyond the Main Caucasian Range if viewed from Russia) and «the North-
ern Caucasus» (the territory to the north of the Trans-Caucasus and the
mountain range). The southern limits of the Caucasus were always identi-
fied by the Russian Empire's southern state border in the Caucasus. This
tradition of identifying the southern borders of the Caucasus survived in
Soviet times when three Union republics (Azerbaijan, Armenia and Geor-
gia) were described as Trans-Caucasian.

Early in the 1990s, when the Soviet Union disappeared and the
three republics regained their independ , the term «Trans-
Caucasus» was replaced by the more correct term «the Southern Cau-
casus.» Russia alone continued using the old term. The term «the
Southern Caucasus» (as well as «the Trans-Caucasus») reflects the
purely Russian geopolitical approach to the region. The terms «the
Northern Caucasus» and «the Southern Caucasus» perpetuate the new
and old Russian borders in the region.

According to Ismailov, the C consists not only of Azerbai-
jan, Armenia, Georgia and the Russian Federation entities enumerated
above. It also covers the northeastern Turkish areas (the ils of Agri, Arda-
han, Artvin, Van, Igdyr and Kars) and the northwestern parts of Iran (the
ostanha of Eastern Azerbaijan, Ardabil, Gilan, Zanjan, Qazvin, Hamadan
and Western Azerbaijan). This division is based on the fact that the Turkish
and Iranian regions have been populated by Caucasian peoples from time
immemorial; for many centuries prior to the Russian conquests they be-
longed, together with the other Caucasian peoples, to the same ethnocultural
and socioeconomic area. This means that these areas can be described as
Caucasian on the same grounds as the Northern Caucasus of Russia. The
above suggests that the Caucasian region consists not of two (the Northern
and Southern Caucasus) parts, as the international academic community that
relies on Russian geopolitical thought commonly believes, but of three
parts: the Central Caucasus (made up of three independent states—
Azerbaijan, Armenia and Georgia); the Northern Caucasus (made up of the
Russian Federation autonomous units bordering on the Caucasus) and the
Southern Caucasus, which covers the ils of Turkey bordering on Azerbaijan,
Armenia and Georgia (the Southwestern Caucasus) and northwestern ostan-
ha of Iran (the Southeastern Caucasus).

The international relations of the Central Caucasian countries are
largely determined by historical roots, which significantly influence the
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formation of the main foreign policy trends in these countries: Azerbaijan
and to a greater extent Georgia are oriented in their international relations
toward the West, while Armenia has its sights set on Russia.

Of the Central Caucasian countries, Azerbaijan, which is rich in
hydrocarbon resources, has a clear comparative advantage. Based on the
geographic features of the Central Caucasus, Azerbaijan’s transportation
potential largely depends on other countries of the region—Georgia and
Armenia.

Despite the fact that the shortest route linking Azerbaijan with
Turkey passes through Armenia, the conflict between Armenia and Azerbai-
jan over Nagorno-Karabakh and the occupation by Armenian armed forces
of Azeri territories beyond this conflict zone meant that this transportation
route, which is potentially the best from the economic viewpoint, was re-
jected. In addition, Turkey supported Azerbaijan by joining the blockade of
the transportation routes with Armenia.

Not only did Russia not want to develop a transportation corridor
through Georgia or build pipelines that pass through its territory, it was

willing to use every possible means to p the impl ion of these
projects. During the Russian-Georgian war in August 2008, Russian avia-
tion also bombed the pipelines that pass through Georgia. The fact that

Moscow was unable to realize its goal of establishing control over these
pipelines by military means, that is, fully monopolize the transportation
routes of energy resources from the former Soviet Union in the westerly
direction, prompted the Americans and Europeans to step up their efforts
even more to find ways to develop alternative routes for transporting oil and
gas by circumventing Russia.

The contemporary Eurasianist view on Eurasist-style organization
of the entire Caucasus is based on the need to reject formations such as «na-
tion-states,» which can be achieved by creating a Caucasian Federation that
would unite both the Russian Northern Caucasus and Azerbaijan, Armenia
and Georgia. In so doing, Abkhazia must be directly tied to Russia, Ossetia
should be joined and Moscow should establish direct relations with Nagor-
no-Karabakh in order to give it the so-called status of a point of balance in
the entire Caucasian geopolitical system. Armenia, «Russia’s traditional and
reliable ally in the Caucasus,» and Iran are considered Russia’s strategic
partners in implementing this model of the Caucasus’ Eurasist-style organi-
zation.
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Russia’s contemporary policy in the Central Caucasus is unfortu-
nately not being built on an understanding of the fact that it is more advan-
tageous for Russia to deal with united, integral and stable countries of the
Central Caucasus, but essentially coincides with the Eurasist approach un-
der review toward conflict regions and strategic partners.

Central Asia as a geographic region comprises five former Soviet
republics (Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekis-
tan), Mongolia, Afghanistan, Western China and several parts of India, Pa-
kistan and Iran. In the geopolitical context, Central Asia implies five of the
former Soviet republics.

Along with the term «Central Asia,» the term «Greater Central
Asia» has also been introduced into scientific circulation, In addition to five
of the former Soviet republics, it also includes Afghanistan.

The threat of religious-political extremism is one of the most ur-
gent problems of the region in addition to democratization of the state struc-
ture. The situation in the region is also aggravated by the fact that the border
areas between these states, where these borders are not demarcated, have
not only become controversial but have also become sites of border con-
flicts. The problem of drug trafficking is also very urgent in the region,
while the problem of rational water use occupies the first place among re-
gional economic and environmental problems, for even they are a source of
conflicts in the region.

Central Asia is attracting the attention of foreign investors in the
energy sphere, for in three states, Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekis-
tan, there are large supplies of oil and gas.

Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan continue to compete for leadership in
the region.

Turkmenistan, one of the most closed and undemocratic states of
the world, has essentially distanced itself from the integration processes
going on in Central Asia, excluded itself and, referring to the country’s neu-
tral status, has refused to participate in any multilateral alliances, bloes, or-
ganizations, etc.

Afghanistan’s role in Greater Central Asia particularly grew after
the beginning of the antiterrorist campaign in this country, which was also
reflected in the drawing up and impl ion of international proj
regarding this state and the whole of Greater Central Asia.
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By including Central Kazakhstan in the «Russian East,» the Euras-
ists are primarily planning Kazakhstan's integration into a continental bloc
with Russia. Further, in their opinion, any influence from Atlantic Turkey
on the region must be curbed using Russia’s main ally, Iran, as a result of
which the region must be «stretched» b the Russians and the Per-
sians. In so doing. the territories of all the countries of «Sovietn Middle
Asia must be re-examined in order to make sure that territories, economic
cycles and so on, do not include the Turkic area. The stakes for success in

blishing a lled new Eurasian order in Middle Asia are placed on
Tajikistan, for the Tajiks are ethnically close to the Iranians and Afghans
and the border between Tajikistan and Afghanistan should not be regarded
as a strict line. Here we will note that such a Eurasian model for «refashion-
ing» Central Asia comes exclusively from Russia’s imperial ambitions and,
as a rule, in no way reflects the interests of the states and peoples of this
region.

Over the past twenty years, the Central Asian countries, despite all
of Moscow's efforts, have learned, based exclusively on their own interests,
to maneuver to one extent or another between different countries that are

peting among th Ives to realize their interests,

The Kazakh Eurasists believe that Kazakhstan is a strictly Eurasian
state, which means that it does not belong to Central Asia. It can even be
said that it is not a Central Asian country at all, but only borders on this
region. Admittedly, in contrast to the other Central Asian countries, a small
part of Kazakhstan, its western part, geographically belongs to Eastern Eu-
rope. However, its historical roots are intertwined with those of other Cen-
tral Asian countries. And most important, if detached from Central Asia asa
Eurasian state, Kazakhstan will lose its independ and be swallowed by
Russia.

The great scientific (and not only) interest of a joint examination of
the problems of the Central Caucasian countries—Azerbaijan, Armenia,
Georgia—and of Central Asia—Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turk-
menistan and Uzbekistan—is obvious. And this region consisting of the
eight listed countries is currently customarily called Central Eurasia, which
is not entirely accurate since it encompasses a much wider territory than
these eight countries and includes Central Europe, the Central Caucasus and
Central Asia.

If we proceed from the fact that the eight republics discussed here
form two sub-regions—the Central Caucasus and Central Asia—the larger
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region, which includes both sub-regions, can be called the Central Caucaso-
Asia: this preserves the term «Central» as the key one for both regions,
while the new term «Caucaso-Asian is derived from two related terms
«Caucasus» and «Asia.» In Russian the term «Caucaso-Asian is «Kavka-
ziya,» but formation of this word in English is rather problematic, since
wCaucasia» is a synonym for the word «Caucasus.» So we suggest using
the term «Caucaso-Asian in English. The region can also be called Central
Caucaso-Asia. If the term is applied to nine countries (the original eight and
Afghanistan), the region should be called Greater Central Caucaso-Asia.

Central Caucaso-Asia is not integrated because it has no political
or cultural homogeneity. At the same time, its component parts have much
in common, which makes it possible to regard them as a single region.

Central Caucaso-Asia, to say nothing of Greater Central Caucaso-
Asia, has several conflict sub-regions in its territory, something that inter-
feres, to various degrees, with economic progress in some of the countries;
it also prevents the local countries from using local resources to move to-
gether in the desired direction. It is important to note that Russia is in-
volved both militarily and politically in all regional conflicts in the post-
Soviet expanse.

The region's rich hydrocarbon resources attract investments and
tempt regional and world powers to politically dominate there. Today,
when energy policy is blending with the foreign policy of these powers, this
is quite understandable.

The Central Caucasus and Central Asia are mutually complementa-
ry, which means that they can use their resources together: the West is in-
terested in Central Asian oil and gas, while the Central Caucasus not only
wants to move its own oil and gas to the West, but also to use the energy
(and not only) transportation corridor that connects the East and the West.
This means that the Central Caucasus can serve as a bridge between Central
Asia, a geopolitically closed region and the West.

The leaders of those Central Caucaso-Asian countries who are
seeking a tighter grip on power rather than stronger and developed state
sovereignty, to say nothing of democratization, human rights and a market
economy, are prepared to embrace any theory (or rather pseudo-theory) to
camouflage their true intentions or justify them.

It would be naive to expect the world and regional powers to step
aside and leave Central Caucaso-Asia alone. Reality is much more compli-
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cated: these countries should carefully match their national interests and
their choice of world and regional powers as partners.

Even more moderate ideas now current in Russia do not exclude
the «soft» alternative of imposing its interests on at least some of the local
states, irrespective of their national interests. Whereas Moscow is used to
arguing in favor of Russia’s historical, psychological and other ties with the
former Soviet republics, the United States rejects in principle any theories
along the lines of «softy or «limited» sovereignty of these republics. The
Americans are convinced that Russia would profit from richer and more
stable neighbors.

The newly coined term «Central Caucaso-Asia» does not merely
specify the region’s geographic identity: it is a conceptual idea of the inter-
ests of strengthening the local countries’ state sovereignty, which, in prin-
ciple, contradicts the spirit and idea of Eurasianism. All the Eurasian delibe-
rations about so-called «Caucaso-Asianism» as potentially a theoretical an-
tipode of Eurasianism are absolutely wrong. This is explained by the politi-
cal heterogeneity of Central Caucaso-Asia, not all the members of which
have similar thoughts about state sovereignty and the road toward it.
